We are delighted to invite your child to attend a Graduation Event to celebrate their hard
work on The Scholars Programme. The Graduation Event will take place at The University of
Manchester on Wednesday, 17 July 2024.

What has my child achieved on The Scholars Programme?

e The Scholars Programme has involved your child working closely with a PhD Tutor, who is
either studying to gain a PhD or already has one. They have studied a series of small
group, university-style tutorials on a ‘super-curricular’ course which explores topics they
may not usually study in the school curriculum.

e Many of these researchers currently act as lecturers to students at university level, so it has
been a unique opportunity for your child to experience university-style teaching.

e Pupils have worked towards final assignments that have challenged them to work above
their current key stage.
